2 Write a program to input three positive integers A, B and C and output the largest of them.

3 Modify the program in number 2 to output the smallest of the numbers.

4 Write a PASCAL program to let the user guess a secret number generated by the computer. Praise him if he is correct but blame him if he is incorrect. The output on the screen should look like the following: (Numbers in bold are input by the user during execution of the program.)

Sample output 1:

What is your guess?  20
You are stupid!

Goodbye

Sample output 2:

What is your guess ?  15
You are clever!

Goodbye

5 Write a program to read the lengths of the three sides of a triangle and determine whether they form a right-angled triangle. You may assume that the lengths are input in increasing order of lengths.


(The bold typed characters are input through the keyboard during execution.)

Sample output

Enter lengths of 3 sides:  3  4  5  (
They form a right-angled triangle.
